Behavior Plan

Lifelong success depends on self-discipline.  My classroom discipline plan affords each child the opportunity to manage his/her own behavior and accept consequences both positive and negative for their actions.  The kindergarten teachers are teaching the children to “make good choices” in the classroom and on the playground.


Your child is coming to school to learn.  When his/her behavior interferes with that process, we must intervene with certain consequences.


I will use the following behavior “Weather” clip system:




Rainbow
A Fantastic Day! (reward sticker)




Sunshine
A Terrific Day (we all begin here)




Cloudy
An okay day, needed to be re-directed 2-3 times.

Raining
More than 3 warnings, loss of some recess, possible call home.

Storm*
4 or more repeated unacceptable behaviors, phone call home, possible trip to see Principal or V.P.

*There are certain behaviors that will result in an automatic trip to the office.  They include, using foul language, possession of any kind of weapon, destruction of school property, and physical harm to others.


Each day is a new day and everyone begins with sunshine. There will be STAR Award assemblies each month, so I may reward certain students for exemplary citizenship, academics, effort, talents, or improvement.
